Ministerial Regulation
Characteristics of Different Building Types Used
in the Hotel Business, B.E. 2559 (2016)*

By virtue of Section 5(3) of the Building Control Act B.E. 2522 (1979) and Section
8 (1) (2) (7) and (8) of the Building Control Act B.E. 2522 (1979), as amended by the Building
Control Act (No. 3) B.E. 2543 (2000), the Minister of Interior, by the advice of the Building

Control Committee, issues the Ministerial regulation as follow:
Clause 1 This Ministerial Regulation shall remain in effect for a period of five years.

Clause 2 In cases where any matter is not specified in this Ministerial Regulation,
the provisions of other Ministerial Regulations, local regulations, or announcements issued
by the Minister under the Building Control Act B.E. 2522 (1979), applicable in general, shall
be applied to buildings under this Ministerial Regulation mutatis mutandis. However, the
provisions regarding fire escape stairs shall be enforced as specified in this Ministerial

Regulation.

Clause 3 This Ministerial Regulation shall apply to existing buildings, prior to the
effective date of this Ministerial Regulation, that change their use to operate a hotel business
in accordance with the hotel law, as follows:

(1) Hotels only provide room stay service.

(2) Hotels provide room stay service with a dining room or dining and cooking

areas.
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Clause 4 Applicants seeking a license to change the use of a building to operate
a hotel business in accordance with this Ministerial Regulation shall complete the necessary
actions within five years from the effective date of this Ministerial Regulation. In cases where
building modifications are required before applying for a permit to change the building's
use, the applicant shall submit an application, obtain a license, or provide notification in
accordance with Section 39 bis to modify the building within two years from the effective

date of this Ministerial Regulation.

Clause 5 Buildings that will be modified or changed their use to operate as a
hotel under the law of hotel shall have available space for no less than 10 in 100 parts of
the largest floor space of the building and shall have the following properties:

(1) Buildings with no more than two floors and not exceeding a certain number
of rooms:

(A) The building corridors shall be no less than 1 meter wide.

(B) The width of the stairs shall be no less than 0.90 meters, and the distance
along the walkway shall not exceed 40 meters from the farthest point on the floor.

(C) The live load weight for other parts of the building shall be calculated as
an average, not less than 150 kilograms per square meter.

(D) Hand-held or portable fire extinguishers shall be installed in accordance
with the type, size, and capacities standards set by the Department of Public Works and
Town & Country Planning. There shall be at least one fire extinguisher per floor, installed in
a way that the top of the machine does not exceed 1.50 meters above the floor level,
clearly visible, with readable instructions for usage, and easily accessible.

(2) Buildings not falling under the criteria mentioned in (1) and with the number
of rooms on the same floor not exceeding 20:

(A) The building corridors shall have a width of not less than 1.20 meters.

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(B) The live load weight for the building shall be in accordance with the
Ministerial Regulation issued under Section 8 (2) and Subsection (3). However, for buildings
that change their use from row houses or townhouses, the load weight shall not be less
than 200 kilograms per square meter, excluding the load weight of stairs and corridors.

(3) Buildings not falling under the criteria mentioned in Subsection (1) and with
the number of rooms on the same floor exceeding 20 rooms:

(A) The building corridors shall have a width of not less than 1.50 meters.

(B) The live load weight for the building shall be in accordance with the
Ministerial Regulation issued under Section 8(2) and Subsection (3). Buildings that change
their usage from row houses or townhouses, The live load weight of stairs and walkways
shall not be less than 200 kilograms per square meter.

(4) Buildings with three or more floors shall have Pillars, beams, joists, floors,
stairs, roof structures, and walls of the buildings with three or more floors shall be made by
fire - resistant materials

(5) Buildings with four or more floors shall have fire escape stairs that meet the
following criteria:

(A) The fire escape stairs shall not be vertical stairs and shall be suitable for
the area of each floor of the building to allow the evacuation of all individuals within one
hour.

(B) The fire escape stairs inside the building shall have walls on all sides made
of fire-resistant materials that can withstand at least 30 minutes of fire.

(Q) If the main staircase is used as a fire escape or if there is an additional fire
escape from the main staircase, the door to the fire escape shall be a self-closing door
made of fire-resistant materials capable of withstanding at least 30 minutes of fire. The door
should be equipped with a device that ensures its closure to prevent smoke and flame
from entering the fire escape.

(D) There shall be unobstructed access to the fire escape stairs.

(E) The stairs shall have a slope of less than 60 degrees.
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Clause 6: When converting other types of buildings to operate a hotel business
in accordance with the hotel law, the building line regulations, vertical distance or level
between buildings or between a building and land belonging to others, or between a
building and a road, alley, sidewalk, or public place, as well as car park requirements, shall
be complied with in accordance with the building type prescribed by law, while obtaining

permission for construction or modification.
