Notification of the Ministry of Interior

RE: Criteria and Procedures for the Renewal of a Hotel Business Licence’

By virtue of Section 5 and Section 21 of the Hotel Act B.E. 2547 (2004), which
contains certain provisions concerning the restriction of rights and liberties of people, in respect
of which Section 29, Section 32, Section 33, Section 41, Section 42, and Section 43 of the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand so permit by virtue of law. The Minister of Interior has
issued a Notification as follows:

Clause 1 The person granted a licence for operating hotel business who apply
a renewal of licence shall be submitted before the licence expires with the Ror Ror 1/1 form
under Notification of the Ministry of Interior RE: licence form, An application for renewal of
licence, Transfer licence / accepting the transfer licence, Application or Notification of General
Purpose, and a copy of the current hotel business licence of the Hotel Act B.E. 2547 (2004)
shall be submitted to the local registrar at the location before the licence expires.

In the event of any amendments or changes to the original submission, the
Registrar may request additional documents or information from the applicant for renewal of
the licence for further consideration.

Upon receiving an application for a licence under paragraph one, the Registrar
shall examine whether the application is correct and complete or not. If it is found incorrect
or incomplete, the Registrar shall notify the result of examination, as well as the period for
correction thereof, to the applicant for licence within five working days from the date of
application. If at the expiration of such a period the applicant fails to do so, the Registrar shall

return the application for licence to the applicant.

Clause 2 An application for renewal of a hotel business licence shall be

submitted to the following locations:

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(1) In Bangkok, the application shall be submitted to the Investigation and Legal
Affairs Bureau, Department of Provincial Administration

(2) In other provinces, the application shall be submitted to the District
Administration Office or Subdistrict Administration Office where the hotel is located.

Clause 3 The Registrar receiving an application for a licence from the
Investigation and Legal Affairs Bureau, Department of Provincial Administration, District
Administration Office, or Subdistrict Administration Office. The Registrar may notify the Scrutiny
Committee under the Hotel Act B.E. 2547 (2004) to inspect the hotel to ensure compliance
with the criteria prescribed under the hotel law within twenty days from the date of receiving
and the Scrutiny Committee under the Hotel Act B.E. 2547 (2004) shall collect relevant
documents and present its opinions to the registrar for further consideration.

Clause 4 The Scrutiny Committee under the Hotel Act B.E. 2547 (2004) has
considered and inspected the criteria as specified in the Hotel law. If The Scrutiny Committee
has an amendment is required, it must be presented to the Registrar. The Registrar shall send
a letter to notify the hotel business operator of the amendment; otherwise, the Registrar shall
order the correction to be made within the prescribed period. However, if the correction fails
to be made within the prescribed period, an order refusing to renew the licence shall be
issued.

Clause 5 The Registrar shall refuse the licence renewal for the hotel business
operator under the following:

(1) The applicant lacks qualifications or has prohibited characteristics as specified
in Section 16 of the Hotel Act B.E. 2547 (2004).

(2) The applicant for a hotel business licence is prohibited from operating a hotel
business under the law on foreign business operations.

(3) the buildings and premises are not in compliance with the Ministerial
Regulation Prescribing Types and Criteria for Hotel Business Operations, B.E. 2551 (2008).

(4) Other significant issues that render the place unsuitable to be operated as a

hotel business.
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Clause 6 The Registrar receiving an application for the renewal of a hotel
business licence, the Registrar shall consider, in conjunction with the recommendations from
the Scrutiny Committee under the Hotel Act B.E. 2547. The Registrar shall approve or deny the
application. If the application is approved the applicant shall be notified about the issuance
of the renewed licence and the requirement to pay the licensing fee. If the application is
denied, the Registrar must provide reasonable grounds for denying the application and the
refusal shall be further reported. In this event the applicant shall be informed about the reason
and shall also be given an opportunity to present countering evidence within fifteen days from
being informed and before the order has been made. Upon issuing the order to deny the

application, the applicant must also be advised about the right to appeal the decision.
